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Tanya Tucker, Pat Boone, Maria Muldaur, 
 To Perform At Red Hat Society International Convention

(Fullerton, California)— Country music star Tanya Tucker will perform in concert at the “Rhythm & Rhinestones” farewell banquet at The Red Hat Society International Convention to be held at the Gaylord Opryland Resort & Convention Center April 25-29. Almost 3,500 Red Hatters are expected to attend the annual convention, as well as over 100 vendors that will be participating in a “Hat District” exhibitor’s expo.
In keeping with the Red Hat Society’s 2007 musical theme of “Sweet Sounds Of Sisterhood,” there will be a lil’ bit of country and a lil’ bit of rock’n’roll at the convention in 
“Music City.” Slated entertainers include 1950s idol Pat Boone, country legend Tanya Tucker, pop singer Maria Muldaur, and country rock singer Ronnie McDowell. 
Also entertaining will be humorist Jeanne Robertson at the pajama breakfast on Friday, country singer Stella Parton at the afternoon tea on Saturday, and gospel singer Melanie Walker at the farewell breakfast on Sunday. To keep the rhythm going will be the high-kickin’ Radio City Rockettes who will be staging a playshop on Saturday, preceded by a one-night-only performance of the Broadway-produced musical “HATS!” on Friday night before the show opens in Chicago where it will be premiering at the Royal George Theatre April 29.
Pat Boone will be escorting Red Hat Society founder, Exalted Queen Mother Sue Ellen Cooper and Esteemed Vice-Mother Linda Murphy into the Opening Ceremonies on Thursday night. Pat, who grew up in Nashville, was an All-American teen idol in the 1950s, known for his trademark white buck shoes which became a fashion trend. His #1 hits include “Ain’t That A Shame,” “Love Letters In The Sand” and “April Love” which was nominated for an Academy Award as the theme song for the movie in which he starred.  
Pat will be performing at the opening ceremonies, which will also feature Edie Hand, an inspirational speaker, celebrity chef and best-selling author of “All Cooked Up,” a book of recipes and memories of growing up around her legendary cousin Elvis Presley.  Also performing will be singer Ronnie McDowell, whose hits include a tribute to Elvis, “The King Is Gone” and his duet with Jerry Lee Lewis, “You’re Never Too Old To Rock ’n’ Roll.”  
Tanya Tucker will headline the “Rhythm & Rhinestones” concert at the farewell banquet on Saturday night. Tanya was just 13 when she had a Top 10 hit with “Delta Dawn” (later covered by Helen Reddy) and was the youngest singer to have a hit on the country charts. The Country Music Association awarded her “Top New Female Vocalist” in 1972 and “Female Vocalist Of the Year” in 1991. Her #1 hits include “What’s Your Mama’s Name” and “If It Don’t Come Easy.” 
Maria Muldaur will be the opening act at Saturday night’s concert. Maria cites her first musical influences as country before she began performing in the 1960s in Greenwich Village with Bob Dylan. In the ‘70s, she was in the Jerry Garcia Band as a vocalist. As a solo artist, she had a big hit with “Midnight At The Oasis.” Her 2006 release on Telarc Records, “Heart Of Mine” features Bob Dylan’s best love songs.

Stella Parton will be entertaining at the afternoon tea on Saturday. Stella, the younger sister of Dolly Parton, began her career sang with her own gospel group, the Stella Parton Singers. Later she began writing and signing country music with her first hit song, “I Want To Hold You In My Dreams Tonight.” Stella appeared in a few movies and the TV sitcom, “The Dukes Of Hazzard.” Her love of cooking resulted in two cookbooks with a third, “Stella’s Really Cookin’ ” to be released this year.
